Project Phase 3 (HMII3). The intent of this project is to update the 1950’s era water
mains, construct new storm drains and swales, and enhance fire protection with
additional fire hydrants. It will also provide sanitary sewer services that will allow
property owners to abandon their septic tanks once connected to the new sewer
system. This project will also improve stormwater drainage in your neighborhood.
